Award Criteria
In order to be considered for this award, each nominee must meet the following criteria:
•	Must serve on a Walk to End Alzheimer’s Planning committee for at least 1 full Walk Season with exceptional involvement in planning.
•	Demonstrate dedication and commitment to growing Walk to in Alzheimer’s in his/her own community while building awareness for both Alzheimer’s disease and the Alzheimer’s Association. 
•	Must have attended the previous year’s Walk to End Alzheimer’s.
•	Must be a registered participant of the previous year’s Walk to End Alzheimer’s, either individually or part of a team.
•	Self nominations are accepted and encouraged.
